Post offices were once rare in rural communities.  
Newmarket’s early post offices were operated by 
influential local businessmen who established offices 
from their general stores.  An early method of mail 
delivery was by Stagecoach. One of several established 
stagecoach routes ran between Toronto and Holland 
Landing. 

Settlers that lived in the Barrie area traveled 56.4km 
by stagecoach to the closest post office which was 
in Newmarket. Mail delivery by stagecoach lasted in 
Newmarket until the arrival of the railroad in 1853.
