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Background and Previous Council Direction

High-speed broadband connectivity promotes economic growth

Improved broadband connectivity can help influence investment and business
growth while serving to enhance the live/work ratio and lifestyle needs of
communities throughout the Region. This has been consistently demonstrated in
jurisdictions across Ontario, Canada and around the globe.

Council approved a Broadband Strategy to guide activities
designed to improve broadband access throughout York Region

Economic growth is a priority of Council and on May 15, 2014, Regional Council
adopted a report outlining a Broadband Strategy based on the following
objectives:

e Encourage investments that will provide higher connectivity speeds within
York Region

e Create an environment that facilitates open, competitive and innovative
services and applications

e Maximize the efficient investment of both public and private sector funding
to improve connectivity throughout York Region

The Vision of the York Region Broadband Strategy is:

To establish York Region as a Gigabit Region, recognized for its leadership in
fostering an eco-system of collaboration and business innovation within a
connected lifestyle community.

Activities to implement the Broadband Strategy are categorized
under three priority areas

Activities to achieve the Vision of the Broadband Strategy are categorized under
the following Implementation Priority areas:

e Education and Advocacy Priorities
Creating awareness of the issues and opportunities relating to broadband,
and promoting York Region as a connected municipality

e MUnicipaI Process Priorities
Investigating, developing, adopting and sharing processes that enable

Analysis and Implications

The York Region Broadband Strategy Advisory Task Force
provided guidance on a variety of initiatives to advance
implementation of the Broadband Strategy '

As per Council’s direction resulting from a report from June 25, 2015, a York
Region Broadband Strategy Advisory Task Force was assembled to provide
direction and guidance on activities relating to the Broadband Strategy. Over the
24 month term of the Task Force, which concluded on October 4, 2017, eight
meetings took place featuring presentations and discussions including:

e Provincial broadband initiatives in the Greater Toronto and Hamilton Area,
presented by the Ontario Ministry of Economic Development

e Implications of Canadian Radio-television and Telecommunications
Commission rulings Wholesale Services & Competition CRTC 2015-326
and Basic Telecommunications Services CRTC 2015-134, presented by
IBI Group

e Examples of broadband networks and initiatives in other jurisdictions that
are being leveraged to enable economic and social benefits presented by:
Cisco Canada, IBM Canada, Eastern Ontario Regional Network, South
Western Integrated Fibre Technology Network and the Intelligent
Community Forum

e Communications infrastructure and services deployment activities and
plans in York Region, presented by: Bell Canada, Rogers
Communications, Telus, Vianet, Xplornet, SBA Canada and Zayo Group

Under the Broadband Strategy Advisory Task Force’s guidance, a number of
Regional initiatives were completed since the last broadband update report
provided to Regional Council on June 23, 2016 and are captured in Attachment
1- Completed Broadband Strategy Initiatives. Other initiatives are ongoing and
are captured in Attachment 2- Ongoing Broadband Strategy Initiatives.

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Council endorsed establishing a wholly-owned Ontario Business
Corporation Act corporation to operate the York Telecom
Network

Regional staff retained the consulting firm of IBI Group to complete a Business
Plan for the York Telecom Network. This update was presented to the
Broadband Strategy Advisory Task Force for initial advice in December 2016,
and final recommendations were presented to Council in February 2017 for
approval.

The outcome of this work is captured in a report adopted by Council on March
23, 2017. The report recommended the incorporation of a wholly-owned Ontario
Business Corporation Act (OBCA) corporation pursuant to Section 203 of the
Municipal Act to operate the York Telecom Network. This corporation will offer
open access to York Region’s communications infrastructure for public and
private sector entities. These entities will pay a fee to use this infrastructure.

Regional staff formed a Working Group to oversee the development and launch
of the new corporation and has led the process of recruiting a General Manager,
registering the corporation (YTN Telecom Network Inc.) and establishing a Board
of Directors.

Other activities include:

e Refining the business plan and preparing a funding request through the
2018 Regional Budget process

e Establishing the governance, financial and human resources mechanisms
required to establish and sustain the corporation’s operational and capital
activities

These activities have either been completed or are in process. Once completed,
these activities will enable the launch of the new corporation by January 2018.
Details are captured in the October 19, 2017 report to Council.

Ah application was submitted to the Industry Canada Connect to
Innovate fund program

The Connect to Innovate (CTI) program is a $500 million federal fund intended to
support broadband infrastructure projects in rural and remote communities
across Canada.

On March 23, 2017, Council adopted a report, endorsed by the Broadband
Strategy Advisory Task Force, requesting a Regional contribution of up to $6
million over a three year period to support a CTI application.

York Region collaborated with the Chippewas of Georgina Island First Nation and
the municipalities of East Gwillimbury, Georgina, King and Whitchurch-Stouffville

The application was submitted prior to the deadline on April 20, 2017 and at the
time this report was written the outcome of the York Region submission was still
unknown.

A nomination package was submitted to the Intelligent
Community Forum 2017/2018 Intelligent Community of the Year
Award program

On September 13, 2017, York Region submitted its nomination to be designated
an Intelligent Community Forum “Smart21 Community of the Year”. The 21
communities that receive this annual designation are typically selected from 300
to 400 nominees from around the globe through the Intelligent Community of the
Year award program.

On October 27, 2017 it was announced that York Region was selected as one of
the recipients of this award. As a result, York Region has now been designated
an “Intelligent Community” by the Intelligent Community Forum. This designation
has the potential to be an effective addition to the Region’s investment attraction
efforts. The Region’s local municipalities can also take advantage of this
designation and leverage it for their own economic development initiatives.

The 2016 and 2017 York Region Broadband & Innovation
Summits have taken place

The second annual York Region Broadband & Innovation Summit was held on
October 28, 2016 in conjunction with the TAVES Consumer Electronics Show.
The theme was “York Region as an Intelligent Community”. The agenda featured
presentations and panel discussions from experts in the development of
Intelligent Communities. Over 150 people representing the private sector,
multiple levels of government and academia attended. Attendees were split
approximately 50/50 between the public and private sectors.

The third annual York Region Broadband & Innovation Summit took place on
October 27, 2017 and leveraged the successes of the previous iterations of the
event. The theme was “York Region as an Innovation Hub”, which is a
continuation of the theme of the 2016 event: “York Region as an Intelligent
Community”. Over 170 people representing a broad range of sectors and
industries participated, with an approximate split of 45/55 between public and
private sectors. Mr. Majid Jowhari, Member of Parliament for Richmond Hill
brought greetings on behalf of the Prime Minister Justin Trudeau and the
Honourable Reza Moridi, Member of Provincial Parliament for Richmond Hill and
Minister of Research, Innovation and Science brought greetings from the
Province of Ontario.

The York Region Broadband Strategy supports the strategic
objectives of several Council-approved plans

Regional Council has approved a number of strategic documents that provide
direction within the current term of Council and beyond, regarding the significant
role that broadband access plays in supporting Economic Development:

e Vision 2051; Fostering an Innovation Economy - to be supported by

broadband-related initiatives support the York Region Official Plan objective
“To encourage and accommodate economic activities that diversify and
strengthen the Region’s economic base, employment opportunities for
residents and competitive advantage for its businesses.”

Financial Considerations

Resources allocated to the development of the York Region Broadband Advisory
Task Force and the execution of the various elements of the York Region
Broadband Strategy are implemented primarily through the budget of the
Planning and Economic Development Branch, in partnership with other
departments, local economic development offices and external program delivery
partners.

In approving the development of the York Telecom Network into a separate
corporation, Council authorized expenditures of up to $500,000 to support the
establishment and operations of the new corporation in 2017. YTN Telecom
Network Inc. will be included in the Region’s annual budget process beginning in
2018.

The Region’s share of the application to the Federal Connect to Innovate (CTI)
program will be approximately $6 million. This funding will be addressed through
the 2018 budget process. If York Region’s application is approved, funding will
likely begin in Q1 2018.

Local Municipal Impact

The York Region Broadband Strategy was initiated and funded in partnership
with all nine local municipalities. Ongoing participation by and partnerships with
and amongst the local municipalities are critical to full execution of the Strategy.

All nine local municipalities were also engaged during the development of the
York Telecom Network Business Plan and the Region worked closely with the
Chippewas of Georgina Island First Nation as well as the municipalities of East
Gwillimbury, Georgina, King Township and Whitchurch-Stouffville to complete the
Connect to Innovate funding application. '

Collaboration between York Region, YTN Telecom Network Inc. and each of the
nine local municipalities will continue to be key to successfully identifying and
implementing b_roadband-related priorities across the region.

Conclusion

Broadband continues to play an increasingly important role in local and global
economies. It is imperative that York Region continue its efforts to enable
improved access to high-speed broadband for businesses, institutions and

residents across the Region.

Over the past year, York Region and its partners have been actively engaged in
fulfilling the objectives of the York Region Broadband Strategy. A number of
initiatives have been completed that have moved the Region closer to achieving
its goal of becoming a Gigabit Region that fosters collaboration and innovation.

Much has been accomplished since the Broadband Strategy was first adopted by
Council in 2014. Future efforts will focus on launching the new corporation to
operate the York Telecom Network, working with telecommunications service
providers and local municipal, university, school and health-care partners to
improve broadband access and explore partnerships and funding opportunities
that will enable the delivery of broadband services across the region, and taking
the steps necessary to ensure York Region’s development into and recognition
as an Intelligent Community.

The Labour Council represents 208,000 women and men who work in every sector of
the economy, including retail. | am formally requesting that this matter be re-opened
and allow a full public consultation before finalizing a by-law that will strip thousands of
York Region residents of their right to spend precious time with their families.

The Town of East Gwillimbury is undertaking a comprehensive review of its Zoning By-law. As
part of the Town’s Comprehensive Zoning By-law Review, the Town'’s existing Zoning By-law
97-50, as amended will be reviewed and updated to implement the policies of the Town’s new
Official Plan. A Zoning By-law is a legal document that outlines land use in a community, such
as: where buildings and structures may be located; the types of buildings permitted and how
they can be used; lot sizes and dimensions, parking requirements, building heights and
setbacks.

The end result will be a new Comprehensive Zoning By-law to regulate land use and
development in the Town. It is proposed that the new Zoning By-law will repeal and replace the
Town'’s existing By-law. The proposed new Zoning By-law applies to all lands within the Town
of East Gwillimbury. Your property may be affected by either changes$ in permitted uses or
revisions to the development standards (setbacks and similar requirements).

As part of the public consultation process, a public meeting will be held by the Town to provide
an opportunity for comments on the proposed new Zoning By-law. Staff will make a formal
presentation. The public meeting will be held in the Council Chambers at the East Gwillimbury
Civic Centre, 19000 Leslie Street,-Sharon on Tuesday, January 16, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.

Any person may attend the public meeting to make written or verbal comments either in
support of orin opposition to the proposed new Zoning By-law. Written submissions on this
matter should be addressed to Robin Prentice, Manager of Planning/Policy. If you wish to be
notified of any further proceedings or decisions relating to this matter, please submit a written
request to the Development Services Department.

We are pleased to provide an update on Bill 59, Putting Consumers First Act
(Consumer Protection Statute Law Amendment), 2017. Bill 59 made amendments to the
City of Toronto Act, 2006 and the Municipal Act, 2001. Upon proclamation, these
amendments will allow local municipalities to regulate the location and number of
payday loan establishments. We would like to inform you that the government has

proclaimed these sections into force effective January 1, 2018.

During consultations to inform the development of Bill 59, the government heard from
municipalities that there was interest in an expanded municipal authority to regulate
payday lenders. As a government we have listened. We thank municipal leaders for

your contributions to protecting consumers and your communities.

Additional regulatory changes to strengthen protection for consumers using payday
loans and cheque-cashing services will come into force on July 1, 2018 and include the

following:

e |t will be mandatory for payday lenders to provide borrowers with an extended
payment plan if borrowers take out three or more loans with the same lender
within a 63-day period.

e Payday lenders can only lend up to 50 per cent of a borrower’s net pay per loan.

e The cost of borrowing a payday loan must be disclosed as an annual percentage

rate in advertisements and agreements.

e The maximum fee for cashing government-issued cheques will be capped at $2
plus one per cent of the face value of the cheque, or $10, whichever is less.
e It will be mandatory for cheque cashing service providers to provide a receipt

when cashing government-issued cheques.

Ontario continues to prepare for federal legalization of cannabis by moving ahead with
its safe and sensible framework to govern the lawful use and retail distribution of
cannabis as a carefully controlled substance within the province. On December 12,
2017, Ontario passed legislation that will regulate the lawful use, sale and distribution of
recreational cannabis by the federal government’s July 2018 deadline.

| am writing to provide you with an update on the provincial work underway to establish
a retail and distribution channel for legal cannabis. | would also like to confirm the
Province’s commitment to engaging with municipalities on funding to help address the
incremental costs associated with the implementation of cannabis legalization in
Ontario.

Our objectives in the establishment of the retail and distribution system for legal
cannabis are to protect youth and eliminate the illegal market. Municipalities are
essential partners in the efforts to achieve these goals.

As noted in my October 27 letter, the various engagements the province has had with
municipalities have been beneficial. Over the course of November and December, staff
from the Ministry of Finance and the Liquor Control Board of Ontario (LCBO) met with
staff of the municipalities identified for the initial cannabis retail stores for July 2018.
These meetings provided valuable insights on provincial guidelines and areas of local
interests that will inform store siting. | would like to thank the staff of these municipalities
for their thoughtful feedback.

With the conclusion of the federal government's consultation with provinces and
territories on the tax framework, we now have a better understanding of the revenue
share to address the costs of legalization. During those discussions, we negotiated for a
greater share of revenue on the basis that both the province and municipalities bear
incremental costs. We now look forward to engagement with municipalities on a
reasonable distribution of the province’s share of the federal excise tax revenue. Given
the federal government’s forecasts of modest revenue and the Federation of Canadian
Municipalities’ estimated cost projections, our engagement will need to acknowledge
that it appears unlikely there will be enough revenue to fully cover the incremental
municipal and provincial costs associated with legalization.
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In January 2018, the Ministry of Finance will work with the Association of Municipalities
of Ontario and the City of Toronto to launch an engagement process with municipalities
on cannabis-related funding. This process will consider what is known about
incremental municipal and provincial costs and set out a proposed approach to funding
for municipalities that supports our shared policy objectives.

To help guide this engagement, | would like to propose the following principles:

e Address Implementation Costs — An approach to funding should acknowledge
that the province and municipalities will incur upfront incremental costs as a
result of the federal government's decision to legalize cannabis and that a
funding approach should focus on helping to address these costs.

e Respect the Role of Municipalities — An approach to funding should recognize
the efforts of municipalities in their areas of jurisdiction associated with the
legalization of cannabis.

e Align with the Term of the Federal Tax Framework — An approach to funding
should align with the two-year term agreed to between the federal, provincial and
territorial governments on the federal excise tax.

As we conclude the holiday season and reflect on the past year, | would like to thank
you again for your meaningful engagement with the province as we all prepare for the
legalization of cannabis in July 2018. Please accept my best wishes for the New Year.
